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Dear Friends, 

 At the beginning of this New Year, I would like to ask all our 

church members and friends to carefully consider and reflect on a 

very important question: What is your dream for Christ Church of 

Chicago in 2010? 

 Over the last four years, we have accomplished a great deal 

together. Guided by the forward-looking, intrepid and faithful 

vision of our church leaders, Christ Church has invested its 

resources in programs and in our building to prepare our 

congregation to walk boldly into its future. Our love, faith and 

commitment to this church have been seen and experienced in all 

areas of our congregational life. The youth-led Sunday services; 

the youth and hand-chime choirs; our Family Night programs, 

which are usually followed by a youth group sleepover; the 

partnership with the Japanese-American Service Committee and 

the Wellness Group, both of which provide a critical space for 

seniors; our willingness to restructure our church boards and 

committees to improve the effectiveness of our ministries; the 

unflinching dedication of church members who volunteer 

regularly to teach Sunday school, to lead worship and to be on 

our boards and task forces; our ministry to the homeless and 

underprivileged through our committed involvement with the 

work of the Night Ministry and Heartland Alliance; our 

determination to open our building to community groups such as 

the Karate Club; the desire shared by all our church leaders to 

embrace our calling to become more inclusive and diverse; the 

inspiring sermons on Sunday morning; the sense of community 

that Christ Church fosters among all our members and friends; 

our Lenten and Advent studies at the parsonage; and our joyful 



giving are a just a few of the many signs in which Godôs love and 

grace have been manifested in our midst. We have reasons to be 

thankful and proud of the work we have done together. 

 This year, Christ Church is reaching another significant 

milestone; we are celebrating the 10th anniversary of our move 

into this building on 6047 N. Rockwell, which has become our 

permanent church home. Plans are underway to make the 

culmination of this decade into a memorable and celebratory time 

for our entire church family. We certainly want to honor all those, 

both dead and alive, who have inspired us to come this far. But I 

also hope that the end of this first decade will represent much 

more than just a happy and slightly nostalgic celebration. As we 

count our blessings, I want to invite all of you to embark on a 

careful and intentional visioning process that will help us to turn 

this milestone into the beginning of a new day for Christ Church. 

Letôs not rest on our laurels, instead letôs seize this moment of 

celebration to dream about the church we want to become. Now is 

the time for us to refresh our vision and to let the Holy Spirit 

guide us into our next decade! 

 I have thought a lot about my dream for Christ Church in this 

New Year and here is what I would like to see happening in 2010: 

1 - I hope more of our church members will be excited about 

joining our boards and task forces. We are blessed to have a few 

superb lay leaders who are willing to take turns doing most of the 

work required to keep our programs running and our building in 

excellent state of repair; however, we need fresh ideas, new blood 

and younger people who are willing to join the ranks. I invite you 

to be part of our ñDream Team 2010.ò Take a leap of faith and 

share you time and gifts with Christ Church in this New Year! 

2 - There is a saying attributed to the famous Chinese thinker and 

philosopher Confucius that goes somewhat like this, ñ To put the 

world in order, we must first put the nation in order; to put the 

nation in order, we must put the family in order; to put the family 

in order, we must first cultivate our personal life; we must first 

set our hearts right.ò I believe each time we gather together as a 

community of faith, something meaningful takes place at the very 

core of our being. When we come together as Godôs people, we 

not only cultivate life-giving relationships, the Holy Spirit also 

molds our hearts and gives us courage to make a difference in the 

world. I hope that in 2010 our church families will make a 



 

commitment to attend church more assiduously along with their 

children. I know the youth is particularly busy. All our young 

adults have extra curricular activities that are important and sports 

have become a huge part of their social life, with so much going 

on sometimes church doesnôt seem to be all that relevant. 

However the church offers the youth something they cannot find 

anywhere else. When they worship, pray, and serve God by 

serving others, our youth learn a priceless life lesson: that we 

should not just live to achieve our goals and ideals, but also to 

praise God and to be a blessing to our neighbors even if they 

cannot give us anything in return. Jewish sages say that one act of 

kindness can redeem a life. At church we teach our children and 

youth how a single act of faith, love and generosity can flood an 

entire life with meaning. Our youth make up an integral part of 

our congregation and I hope parents will encourage them to 

become part of our ñDream Team 2010.ò In this New Year, make 

a priority for your family to be in church as often as possible. 

3 ï I am convinced that Christ Church has the potential to grow 

and to become one of the most vibrant UCC congregations on 

Chicagoôs north side. We are a welcoming, socially progressive, 

Biblically grounded, mission-oriented and creative congregation 

where there is a lot of room for growth. But in order to grow, we 

have to be brave enough to believe in the possibility of a new day. 

In the Book of the Prophet Isaiah, the prophet encourages Godôs 

people to believe in the future: ñEnlarge the site of your tent, and 

let the curtains of your habitations be stretched out; do not hold 

back; lengthen your cords and strengthen your stakes.ò In 2010, 

letôs believe in our calling to grow. I hope all our church members 

will join our ñDream Team 2010ò and become excited about 

growing! Volunteer, support our church financially, invite your 

family and friends to come to church and believe that, with Godôs 

help, we can and will grow! 

4 - Finally, I hope we will increase our mission and outreach 

efforts in 2010. My grandfather used to say that a small burning 

flame drives away much darkness. I hope all our members, both 

old and young, single and married, will participate in our mission 

projects. Last month we celebrated the coming of Christ, the 

Light of the world, and our calling is also to go and spread his 

saving light wherever darkness keeps people blind to Godôs love. 

This is a powerful calling and whether you choose to pass out 

hotdogs to the homeless; to volunteer monthly at a soup kitchen; 



to take part in the CROP WALK or to come up with new ideas to 

share with the congregation about other mission opportunities, I 

pray you will do it willingly and gladly. My dream is that you and 

your family will share the light of Christ in the world in whatever 

little way possible. 

 I know that I have written more than I usually do, but this is a 

special moment in the life of our congregation and I wanted to 

share some of my dreams for this church with you all. These are 

just dreams and some of you may be skeptical about whether or 

not we will be able to fulfill them. Well, the Rolling Stones sing 

this song that I really like, which is entitled ñYou Canôt Always 

Get What You Want.ò Itôs absolutely true; we cannot really get 

everything we want in life, but as the songôs refrain says: ñYou 

can't always get what you want; But if you try sometimes you 

might find; You get what you need.ò For the last 10 years we have 

gathered weekly to worship, to pray and to serve God. We have 

persisted in our determination to share Godôs truth, love and grace 

with the world. Along the way, we may not have gotten 

everything we wanted, but because we refused to stop dreaming 

and believing, God has blessed us with everything we needed to 

be the Living Church of Jesus Christ in Chicago for a whole 

decade! So letôs keep dreaming on! Letôs keep trying and working 

together, so we may become the church God has called us to be 

for another 10 years!

MOCHITSUKI AND OZONI:  

A NEW YEARôS TRADITION 
 

 

Flex your muscles and 

prepare your arms for our 

annual mochi-pounding on 

January 9th at 10:30 AM 

at Christ Church of 

Chicago. 

For those who may not be 

familiar, ñmochi-poundingò 

or mochitsuki was once an 

essential element to the New 

Yearôs celebration in Japan. ñOshogatsuò (Japanese New Year) is 

the most important time of the year for most Japanese, and it is 

both a solemn and joyous occasion.  With the New Year, people 

acquire a fresh start and it is believed that by the standard that you 

set during the first few days, your fortune will be determined for 

the rest of the year.  There is joy in the renewal of the New Year 

and also a spirit of seriousness in believing that the year, if started 

right, will bring success and fortune. 

The practice of mochi-pounding is rare even in Japan these days, 

as people are so busy that they opt to eat store-bought mochi 

rather than making their own.  Busy as we all are, weôve kept the 

tradition going at Christ Church, gathering early in the morning 

on the Saturday after Christmas to steam, pound and transform 

the ñmochigomeò (sweet glutinous rice) into soft, chewy mochi 

cakes and to be in the company of loved ones.  Itôs one of those 

annual traditions that many look forward to and count on. 

Some of the mochi that we pound is taken home for New Year 

gatherings and much of it is sampled fresh with various dipping 

sauces and toppings. We also make sure to set aside mini mochi 

balls for ñOzoniò (Mochi Soup). Ozoni is enjoyed by many 

Japanese as the first meal of the New Year, as it is considered 

necessary for insuring a happy New Year to come! Hopefully you 

all will have a chance to enjoy our very own Tri -C Ozoni on 

January 10th after the worship service. 



In addition to making the mini mochi balls for  ozoni, we  also 

prepare a ñkagami-mochiò ~ perhaps youôve seen before the two 

rather large mochi cakes stacked one on the other with a small 

tangerine topping it off and placed near the altar?  Kagami-mochi at 

New Year is an offering to the deity ï a gesture that signifies hope 

for a happy and bright year ahead. 

We know that mochitsuki is truly a group effort. It is an all-day 

event which requires many hands, and much physical labor. But it 

brings our families and friends together and it gives us a sense of 

community. We hope that all our church families will come to 

Christ Church this year for mochitsuki!

WINDOWS OF CHRIST CHURCH  
 

The windows on the east side of the nave describe the life of Christ 

and the meaning of his ministry to the world. Carefully selected, the 

Christian symbols depicted in these windows invite us to cultivate a 

deeper appreciation for the life of faith. 

The windows over the east transept: 

1 ï The Butterfly  - The butterfly is a 

symbol of the transformation of life and 

the resurrection. Emerging from the 

apparently lifeless cocoon, the butterfly 

reminds us that in Christ, we are a new 

creation. ñSo if anyone is in Christ, 

there is a new creation: everything old 

has passed away; see, everything has 

become new!ò (2 Cor. 5:17) 

 
 
2 ï The Cross and the Two Sides of the 

World ï Christ came to bring Good News to 

all people. This window reminds us that in 

Christ, the world is united in true peace and 

love. ñThere is no longer Jew or Greek, 

there is no longer slave or free, there is no 

longer male and female; for all of you are 

one in Christ Jesus.ò  (Gal. 3:28) 



The next 6 windows focus more on the life of Christ. The top 

symbol will be described first in each instance. 

1 ï Prophecy and Annunciation 

A ï The Christmas Candle and the Messianic Rose ï The 

messianic rose is the favorite Christian symbol of the promised 

Messiah. In the Book of the Prophet Isaiah, the prophet speaks of 

the new life the Messiah will bring into the 

world: The wilderness and the dry land 

shall be glad,͖    the desert shall rejoice 

and blossom;͖like the crocus it shall 

blossom abundantly,͖   and rejoice with 

joy and singing.͖ The glory of Lebanon 

shall be given to it,͖   the majesty of 

Carmel and Sharon.͖They shall see the 

glory of the Lord,͖    the majesty of our 

Godò (Isa. 35:1-2). The Christmas Candle 

represents the light that the birth of Christ 

brings into the world. When these two symbols are combined, 

together they stand for the promise of the coming of the Messiah 

and the fulfillment of the prophecy spoken long ago by the 

prophets of old. 
 
 
B ï Annunciation ï In Christian 

iconography, the Angel Gabriel is often 

depicted presenting a white lily to the Virgin 

Mary when he announced to her that she 

would bear the Son of God. The lily 

symbolizes her purity, innocence and 

modesty. 

 

 

 

2 ï Birth and Baptism 

A ï The Christmas Star ï The star 

shining above the manger represents the 

revelation of God in Christ. ñIn the time 

of King Herod, after Jesus was born in 

Bethlehem of Judea, wise men from the 

East came to Jerusalem, asking, óWhere 

is the child who has been born king of 

the Jews? For we observed his star at its 



rising, and have come to pay him homage.ôéthey set out; and 

there, ahead of them, went the star that they had seen at its 

rising, until it stopped over the place where the child was. When 

they saw that the star had stopped, they were overwhelmed with 

joyò (Matt. 2:1-2, 9b-10). 
 
B ï The Lordôs Baptism ï The dove, which is 

the symbol of the Holy Spirit that came down 

from heaven when Jesus was baptized, and the 

shell represent the Lordôs baptism in Jordan. 

ñAnd when Jesus had been baptized, just as 

he came up from the water, suddenly the 

heavens were opened to him and he saw the 

Spirit of God descending like a dove and 

alighting on himò (Matt. 3:16). 

 

3 ï Christôs Healing and Teaching Ministry 

A ï Jesus Raising Lazarus from the Dead  

- Jesus spent much of his public ministry 

healing those who were sick and broken in 

body, mind and soul. This window calls us 

to place our faith in Godôs power and 

encourages us to share in Christôs healing 

ministries. To read about the biblical story 

of Lazarus of Bethany and his resurrection, 

see John 11:1-44. 
 
B ï Sermon on the Mount ï The hill with the 

Chi Rho at the top represents the words of life 

and teachings of Jesus Christ. ñWhen Jesus 

saw the crowds, he went up the mountain; 

and after he sat down, his disciples came to 

him. Then he began to speak, and taught 

themò (Matt. 5:1-2). As Jesus sat down to teach 

about Godôs love and grace, this window also 

reminds us that we are called to share the Good 

News of Christ with others.  

 

4 ï Transfiguration and the Last Supper 

A ï Transfiguration ï The cross between the two tablets of the 

represents Jesus who stood at the mount of Transfiguration 

flanked by Moses, who is represented by the tablets of the Ten 



Commandments, and Elijah, who was 

taken to heaven by a flaming chariot and is 

represented by the winged chariot wheel. 

This window reminds us that Christ is for 

us the fulfillment of the Law and the 

Prophets as our Lord himself proclaimed, 

ñ óDo not think that I have come to 

abolish the law or the prophets; I have 

come not to abolish but to fulfillò (Matt. 

5:17). 
 
B ï The Last Supper ï Represented by the 

gold chalice with the grapes, this symbol 

reminds us of the Holy Meal that Christ shared 

with his disciples before his arrest, trial and 

death. ñé he took a cup, and after giving 

thanks he gave it to them, saying, óDrink from 

it, all of you; for this is my blood of the 

covenant, which is poured out for many for 

the forgiveness of sinsò (Matt. 26:27-28). 
 

5 ï Betrayal and Crucifixion 

A ï The Money Bag with Thirty Pieces of 

Silver ï Jesus was betrayed by one of his 

own followers. ñThen one of the twelve, 

who was called Judas Iscariot, went to the 

chief priests and said, óWhat will you give 

me if I betray him to you?ô They paid him 

thirty pieces of silverò (Matt. 26:14-15). 

 
 

B ï Crucifixion ï The crown of thorns with 

the letters INRI represent the suffering and 

mockery Jesus faced as he was taken to be 

crucified. The four Latin initials stand for the 

charges brought against Jesus: ñJesus of 

Nazareth, King of the Jews.ò  St. John 

recorded it in his gospel saying: ñThen he 

handed him over to them to be crucified. So 

they took Jesus; and carrying the cross by 

himself, he went out to what is called the 

Place of Skull, which in Hebrew is called           
 



Golgotha. There they crucified him, and with him two others, 

one on either side, with Jesus between them. Pilate also had an 

inscription written and put on the cross.. It 

read, óJesus of Nazareth, the King of the 

Jewsôò (John 19:16-19). 
 
6 ï Resurrection and Ascension  

A ï Resurrection ï The peacock on the 

globe represents the new life of Christ. 

Early Christians adopted this symbol 

because the peacock sheds its old feathers 

every year and grows, newer, brighter ones.  
 
 
B ï  Ascension ï In the Old Testament, the 

Prophet Elijah was carried to heaven in a 

chariot of fire ï ñé a chariot of fire and 

horses of fire separated the two of them, and 

Elijah ascended in a whirlwind into 

heavenò (2 Kings 2:11). This symbol is used 

to remind the Church that Christ was also 

taken into heaven after his resurrection.
