WINDOWS OF CHRIST CHURCH

Christ Church stands in the long tradition of the Apostles of Jesus
Christ. The windows in the choir loft, which we very seldom see,
are a testimony to the importance of the teachings and preaching
of Jesusdé early foll owers t o

On the east side of the choir loft, at the top of
the staircase, the first window celebrates the
life and faith of St. Paul, the Apostle. Also
known asThe Spiritus Gladius window, this
simple stained glass window is rich in
Christian symbolism. It incorporates a shield,

a crosshilted sword, and an open Bible with

t he L at Bwordwfdhe S@riton wr i t t
on it. The shield and the sword remind the Christian community
of the Agood fighto that Paul
throughout the Roman Empire. The open Bible represents the
epistles he wrote to Christian communities in the ancient world.

Behind the pipe organ, there is a large lancet window, which
displays several apostolic and Christian symbols. They are



difficult to see or to photograph because of the massive wooden
box that was built to enhance the sound quality of our organ.
Nonetheless, it is worth taking the time to learn their meaning.

The first lancet, which is on the east side, contains two symbols:
